Tours are conducted Monday through Friday by appointment only. (There is a 5-person minimum and guests must be a US citizen or have a green card)  The first half is conducted at the Smith & Wesson manufacturing facility, 2100 Roosevelt Ave., and is estimated to be 1 ½ to 2 hrs. long.  The second half is conducted at the newly constructed 3 million dollar Shooting Sports Center located at 299 Page Blvd., with opportunities to shoot at the new range and to shop at the new Retail Store.  A fee is associated with shooting opportunities to cover the cost of ammunition.

· Please note that you must wear a hard sole shoe or sturdy sneaker while you are the tour.  No open toed or heeled shoes allowed.

· The Company will provide safety glasses with side shields.

· No backpacks, jackets or sweatshirts allowed on the factory floor.

· No cameras, cell phones or side arms are allowed in the plant.  However at the N.F.T.C., cameras are allowed.

· Children must be at least 12 years of age.

· Transportation to and from the facilities is the responsibility of the individual.

I-91 to 291 East (exit 8, Ludlow / Boston), take exit 5B (East Springfield),

 bear right at the end of the ramp.  Take left turn at lights (Roosevelt Ave.).  Smith & Wesson is the first 

main complex on the right hand side, turn and stop at the main gate for further instructions.

From the East or the West:
Massachusetts Turnpike (Rte. 90) to exit 6 (Springfield).  Take a left at the lights; this puts you on Rte. 291 West.  Take second exit (Indian Orchard / Springfield) bear right at the end 

of the ramp.
